PASTOR’S VIEWPOINT

We are now entering a busy schedule
concerning our spirituality, both personal and
communal. The Rite of Acceptance will be
celebrated at the 11:00 a.m. Mass this weekend in
our parish. Some of us might need a reminder about
what this rite consists of. This rite is considered by
experts to be of utmost importance. I am just loosely
quoting the introduction to the Rite in our Ritual.
This would be the first time the candidates would
assemble in the church and publicly be introduced.
Their presence declares their intention to the Church,
and the Church, in turn, carrying out its apostolic
mission, accepts them as willing to become
members. Through and by this ritual, God showers
his grace on the candidates. The presence of the
sponsors manifests their role as representing the
Church. After the celebration of the Rite of
Acceptance, the Church embraces them as
‘catechumens’ accepting them as its own, with a
mother’s love and concern. They are now part of the
household of Christ. They can take active part in
celebrations, to receive blessings and other
sacramentals. It is interesting to read in the rubrics
that if two catechumens marry or if one marries a
non-baptized person, the presider is to use the
appropriate rite provided in our rituals, and if one of
them should die, they are to receive a Christian
burial. I wish to remind the parish community to
actively pray for those to be fully initiated by
Baptism, Confirmation and Eucharist at the Easter
Vigil; as well as to remember, the candidates
baptized in a different denomination, but to be
confirmed and making their first sacramental
communion. All ministries involved in the Initiation
process represent the Church who is the one
responsible for the process. It is only fitting that
prayer and renewal during the Lenten season be in
cooperation with the journey of the catechumens and
candidates, followed by Reconciliation and a
deepening of the awareness of our identity as
children of God, disciples and members of the same
Body of Christ.

Shrove Tuesday will be an occasion to
celebrate initiation in a different manner with our
younger generation preparing themselves for life by
participating in our Catechism program and
activities. The parish community is also involved,
not only by accepting to participate in the activities
to be with the children, but also by accepting to offer
the catechetical program at no extra cost to the
parents. Then follows Ash Wednesday, opening up
the Lenten intense preparation program for full
